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The following will be some of the things addressed in a residential C.O.:

1. All common areas must be accessible for inspection.

2. The unit must be clean, sanitary, and free of infestation.

3. Mail Boxes and street numbers must be provided and be at least 3 inches in height on visible spot.

4. Doors and windows must open properly.
5. All exterior and interior flights of stairs, having four our more risers, must have hand rails.

6. Entry and exit doors must be equipped with safety locks, and no key option from the inside.

7. Debris must be removed from the inside and outside.

8. Grass must be cut, bushes trimmed and must not be causing a traffic hazard.

9. Poison Ivy and Ragweed must be removed from the property.

10. Smoke detectors are required on each level and within 10 feet of each bedroom.

11. Carbon Monoxide detectors are required in the vicinity of each sleeping area.

12. Paint must be in good condition, inside and outside of the residence.

13. Floors, walls, and ceilings must be in good condition, no holes, signs of disrepair, or mold.

14. No plumbing leaks.

15. Hot Water boiler and/or heater relief valve must have an unreduced pipe on it going to within 4-6 inches of the floor.

16. Heat must be provided from October 1st to May 1st of each year.

17. There must be hot water in every sink.

18. Fire extinguisher within 10 feet of the kitchen.  (Minimum 2A 10BC, Maximum weight of 10 lbs.)

19. A fireplace certification must be provided if the unit has a fireplace.
